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The search of factors positively influencing on GDP and which is able to bring econ-
omy to higher and more stable economic dynamics, is a topical issue nowadays. The article ana-
lyzes how different component of government expenditures and private expenses may influence
on the increase of production dynamics. The author also valuated the results of increasing in-
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vestments level on economic growth for both government and private sources under different
directions of use, volumes and effectiveness. Moreover this article reviews the influence of pro-
portion between current and capital expenses in investment over GDP and the advantages of
increasing the innovation component within the investment.
